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SUSPENSION AND EXPULSION OF PUPILS

Definition
1. Inthis Regulation,

“designated tribuna” means the Child and Family Services Review Board continued under section 207 of the Child and
Family Services Act.

Mitigating factors

2. For the purposes of subsections 306 (2), 306 (4), 310 (3), 311.1 (4) and clauses 311.3 (7) (b) and 311.4 (2) (b) of the
Act, the following mitigating factors shall be taken into account:

1. The pupil does not have the ahility to control his or her behaviour.

2. The pupil does not have the ability to understand the foreseeable consequences of his or her behaviour.

3. The pupil’s continuing presence in the school does not create an unacceptable risk to the safety of any person.
Other factors

3. For the purposes of subsections 306 (2), 306 (4), 310 (3), 311.1 (4) and clauses 311.3 (7) (b) and 311.4 (2) (b) of the
Act, the following other factors shall be taken into account if they would mitigate the seriousness of the activity for which the
pupil may be or is being suspended or expelled:
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1. The pupil’s history.
2. Whether aprogressive discipline approach has been used with the pupil.

3. Whether the activity for which the pupil may be or is being suspended or expelled was related to any harassment of the
pupil because of his or her race, ethnic origin, religion, disability, gender or sexual orientation or to any other
harassment.

4. How the suspension or expulsion would affect the pupil’ s ongoing education.

5. Theage of the pupil.

6. Inthe case of apupil for whom an individual education plan has been devel oped,
i. whether the behaviour was a manifestation of a disability identified in the pupil’ s individual education plan,
ii. whether appropriate individualized accommodation has been provided, and

iii. whether the suspension or expulsion is likely to result in an aggravation or worsening of the pupil’s behaviour or
conduct.

Child and Family Services Review Board

4. The Child and Family Services Review Board is designated for the purposes of the definition of “designated tribunal” in
subsection 311.7 (1) of the Act to hear appeals of board decisions to expel pupils.

Notice of appeal

5. (1) To appea a board’s decision to expel a pupil, a person who is entitled, under subsection 311.7 (2) of the Act, to
appeal the decision shall give the designated tribunal a written notice of appeal within 30 days after the date on which he or
she is considered, in accordance with the rules set out in subsection 300 (3) of the Act, to have received the notice given
under subsection 311.6 (1) of the Act.

(2) Thedesignated tribunal may extend the period of time for giving the written notice of appeal, before or after the expiry
of the period, if it is satisfied that there are reasonabl e grounds for the extension.

(3) The notice of appeal shall,

(a) set out the date of the decision that is being appealed;

(b) set out the name of the board that made the decision;

(c) state whether the decision expels the pupil from his or her school only or from al schools of the board; and
(d) beinaform acceptable to the designated tribunal.

(4) Thedesignated tribunal shall not refuse to deal with an appea on the ground that there is a deficiency in the content or
form of the notice of appeal.

Hearing of appeal
6. (1) Thedesignated tribunal shall commence a hearing within 30 days after receiving awritten notice of appeal.

(2) The designated tribunal may extend the period of time for commencing the hearing, before or after the expiry of the
period, at the request of any party to the appeal.

(3) A pupil whose expulsion is being appealed has the right to be present at the hearing and to make a statement on his or
her own behalf, whether or not the pupil is a party to the appeal.

(4) After hearing an appeal from adecision of aboard, the designated tribunal shall do one of the following:
1. Confirm the board’ s decision to expel the pupil.

2. If the board' s decision was to expel the pupil from his or her school only, quash the expulsion and reinstate the pupil to
the school.

3. If the board’ s decision was to expel the pupil from all schools of the board,
i. change the expulsion to an expulsion from the pupil’ s school only, or
ii. guash the expulsion and reinstate the pupil to his or her school.
(5) Thedesignated tribunal shall provide each party, or the party’s counsel or agent, with,
(@) itsdecision on the appeal within 10 days after completing the hearing; and
(b) written reasons for its decision within 30 days after completing the hearing.
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(6) If the designated tribunal changes an expulsion from all schools of the board to an expulsion from the pupil’s school
only or quashes an expulsion and reinstates the pupil to his or her schoal, it may order that any record of the expulsion of the
pupil be expunged or amended if the designated tribunal considersit appropriate in the circumstances.
