ETFO offers this scholarship annually to First Nations, Métis and Inuit women who are entering their first year of a
full-time undergraduate degree at an accredited university in Ontario. Up to two (2) scholarships of $12,500 and a
Certificate of Recognition may be granted. This award is not intended to support a masters or doctorate program.

Candidates for the First Nations, Métis, Inuit Scholarship — Women’s Program will be considered on the basis of
the following criteria:

a) FNMI female;

b) proof of acceptance into a full-time undergraduate degree program;
c) general financial circumstances of the candidate;

d) has not previously received this ETFO scholarship; and

e) the study period occurs after June 30, 2022.

PROCEDURES

1. Complete the application form. ETFO must receive your application by April 30, 2022. Completed
applications may be emailed as an attachment to awards@etfo.org or mailed to: ETFO Awards Committee,
136 Isabella St, Toronto ON M4Y 0B5.

2. The ETFO Awards Committee reviews applications and recommends candidates to the ETFO Executive for
final decision. You can expect to hear regarding the disposition of the award after June 30, 2022.

3. Please ensure that confirmation of acceptance, which can be a Letter of Acceptance from your attending
institution or Proof of Payment into the program or course of study, is included with your application.

4. Applicants may only apply for one ETFO bursary in any given year. Applying in more than one category will
result in disqualification.

5. Materials submitted to the Awards Committee in support of an application become the property of the
Awards Committee and will not be returned.
